The mission of transporting evacuees out of New Orleans has slowed significantly as the
number of evacuees at collection points declined. Furthermore, coordinations have been
made to provide bus support for the arriving Title 10 forces as required.

209 on I-10. C2 nodes at the Causeway, Convention Center, and Super Dome have been
closed and OCP personnel have been redistributed to NOIA and site 209. We are
prepared to expand or revise C2 node capability to include Algiers if required.
