DESCRIPTION :

Identify and analyze drug, arms, and human trafficking sources and methods to include
prevalence, operating areas, leadership, funding lines, and potential vulnerabilities of
organizations and groups operating in the Caribbean, and especially near the Bahamas and
its immediate approaches. Research could also address how a regional crisis (e.g., a mass
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
