EXTENDED TOPIC
DESCRIPTION :

Mexican drug trafficking activities are dependent on supporting infrastructure that
facilitates drug movement across the international border. The movement of high
\value drugs are primarily smuggled through the ports-of-entry similar to licit
imported commaodities. The process in the movement of drugs emulates certain
financial consideration that of traded commodities. With large drug seizures
constantly occurring at the ports-of-entry, drug trafficking organizations seem to
have an endless amount of support in the movement of drugs. Such support includes
but is not limited to procurement of supplies, payroll, security, technicians,
coordinators, facilitators, accounting, sales, recruitment, etc. Such support comes
with a financial obligation.
